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Thirteen men and women, that are incarcerated at the Chester, Haywood and Henderson County Jails, 

recently graduated from the Southwest Human Resource Agency program entitled Inside Out 

Dad/Responsible Mom. 

All those that go through the program are given information about services that are available to them 

after their release, such as job training, interview skills, job search skills and training in how to build a 

bridge between them and their family while still incarcerated and later released.  

Among the skills taught are self-awareness, caring for self, fathering and mothering skills and relation-

ship skills.  

It was obvious from the graduates statements at the Chester Co. graduation that those involved in this 

class are serious about breaking the chain that have many of them returning to jail time after time. 

Some of their statements included:  

òI thought I knew it all, but I found out I had a lot to learn.ó 

òWeõve been labeled outcast by the public, but I now have a positive outlook. Iõm glad there are people 

who care.ó 

òThis program teaches you how to utilize every day of our lives. I want to get back with my family and be 

a better role model, and correct a lot of the behaviors that put me in this place. My family thanks you 

and I thank you.ó 

òI know this is my last time in jail. Iõve been in and out of the system since 1995. Iõve participated in a lot 

of classes, but this class has made me learn to be responsible for my actions. It has opened my eyes not 

to be a selfish person. It has opened my eyes to the opportunities out there. I can now cope better and 

trust people. I now know there are people who care.ó 

This program began in 2014 as part of the Southwest Human Resource Agency which serves Chester, 

Decatur, Hardeman, Hardin, Haywood, Henderson, Madison and McNairy counties.
